The Organizing Authority is the Australian Nacra Catamaran Association and the Queensland Nacra Catamaran Association in conjunction with the Hervey Bay Sailing Club.
1. Rules:
a. The regatta will be governed by the current rules as defined in the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing 2009/12, the special regulations of Yachting Australia and by the Sailing Instructions of this event;
b. Rule 44.1 is changed so that the two turn penalty is replaced by a one turn penalty;
c. The Prescriptions and Specials Regulations of Yachting Australia Inc will apply;
d. The rules of the Nacra Class Association will apply. 
2. Venue and Regatta Site: 
                 The regatta will be hosted by Hervey Bay Sailing Club and sailed in the waters of 
                  Hervey Bay. See the web site for club details: www.herveybaysailingclub.org.au
3. Advertising:
a) The Regatta is classified as a Category A Event in accordance with ISAF Regulation 20. Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing authority.
4. Eligibility and Entry:
a) The regatta is open to all Nacra Catamarans that comply with the Nacra Catamaran class rules. Sails will be measured at registration, measurement spot checking may be performed by the race committee during the event.
It is the responsibility of each skipper to ensure their boat complies with the Nacra Class Association rules;

b) All boats shall carry public liability insurance to the value of at least $5 million (Recommended $10 million). Proof of insurance must be provided before an entry is accepted. Originals must be produced upon registering. All boats entered are deemed to carry this insurance and it’s the skipper’s responsibility to ensure adequate coverage at all times;
c) At least one member of the boats crew shall be full financial members of a State Nacra association and Yachting Australia and have current YA membership silver card;
d) Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and sending to David Jorgensen Unit14 “Pacific Chambers”  3460 Pacific Highway Springwood Qld 4127.  For information ring David Jorgensen Ph 0419 661 663 or  3208 3088.
5. Scoring:
a) One (1) race is required to be completed to constitute a series;
b) When fewer than four (4) races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores;
c) When four (4) to seven (7) races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score;
d) When (10) ten races have been completed a boats series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her 2 worst scores;
e) The bonus point system of appendix A will apply.
6. Fees: 
a) The series entry fee for single person entry $250;
b) Two person entry $340.
7. The Courses:
       The courses will be described in the sailing instructions.
8. Schedule of events:
a) The Race Committee may run any number of races per day with some races back to back;
b) Registration will be held at the Hervey Bay Sailing Club;
